In The Name Of ALLAH (SWT) the Most Gracious the Most Merciful

ALLAH (SWT) said in Quran:
And the Poets― it is those straying in Evil, who follow them:
Seest thou not that they wander distracted in every valley?

And that they say what they practice not?

Except those who believe, work righteousness, engage much in the remembrance of ALLAH (SWT), and defend themselves after they are unjustly attacked. And soon will the unjust assailants know what vicissitudes their affairs will take!
(THQ 26:224-227)

Narrated Ibn 'Umar (RTA): 

The Prophet (SAW) said, "It is better for a man to fill the inside of his body with pus than to fill it with poetry." 

(Sahih al-Bukhari:  Book 73, Number 175)
Narrated Abu Huraira (RTA): 

ALLAH's Messenger (SAW); said, "It is better for anyone of you that the inside of his body be filled with pus which may consume his body, than it be filled with poetry." 

(Sahih al-Bukhari: Book 73, Number 176)
Abu Huraira (RTA) reported ALLAH's Messenger (SAW) as saying: It is better for a man's belly to be stuffld with pus which corrodes it than to stuff) one's mind with frivolous poetry.
(Sahih Muslim: Book 28, Number 5609)
Abu Sa`id Khudri (RTA) reported: We were going with ALLAH's Messenger (SAW). As we reached the place (known as) Arj there met (us) a poet who had been reciting poetry. Thereupon ALLAH's Messenger (SAW) said: Catch the satan or detain the satan, for filling the belly of a man with pus is betting than stuffing his brain with poetry.

Narrated Ubai bin Ka'b (RTA): 

ALLAH's Messenger (SAW), "Some poetry contains wisdom." 
(Sahih al-Bukhari: Book 73, Number 166)
Narrated Abu Huraira (RTA): 

The Prophet (SAW) said, "The most true words said by a poet were the words of Labid. He said, i.e. 'Verily, everything except ALLAH (SWT) is perishable and Umaiya bin Abi As-Salt was about to embrace Islam '.
(Sahih al-Bukhari: Book 73, Number 168)
Narrated Sa'id bin Al-Musaiyab: 

'Umar (RTA) came to the Mosque while Hassan (RTA) was reciting a poem. ('Umar (RTA) disapproved of that). On that Hassan (RTA) said, "I used to recite poetry in this very Mosque in the presence of one (i.e. the Prophet) who was better than you." Then he turned towards Abu Huraira (RTA) and said (to him), "I ask you by ALLAH (SWT), did you hear ALLAH's Messenger (SAW) saying (to me), "Retort on my behalf. O ALLAH! Support him (i.e. Hassan RTA) with the Holy Spirit?" Abu Huraira (RTA) said, "Yes." 

(Sahih Al-Bukhari:  Book 54, Number 434)
Narrated 'Urwa (RTA): I started abusing Hassan (RTA) in front of 'Aisha (RTA), whereupon she said. "Don't abuse him, for he used to defend the Prophet (with his poetry)."
(Sahih Al-Bukhari: Book 56, Number 731)
Finally from this now we can say that poetry that contains romance, shirk, and lying are strictly prohibited in Islam.
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
